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The week of March 19 was a bad one for Central Asia. Heavy snow followed by a downpour of rain introduced
their most widespread avalanche cycle in memory. Tajikistan, northern Pakistan and northern Afghanistan had
avalanches hit roads and villages, many in the dead of night. 
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
