
The Lionhead area near West Yellowstone has the shallowest and weakest snowpack in our forecast region. The
bottom half of the pack consists of weak, sugary facets. This well developed weak layer produced unstable
results in stability tests on any slope that had wind drifted snow. With more snow and wind in the forecast, this
area will experience increasingly unstable conditions.
