I was breaking trail back up and Clyde (dog) was wallowing
in the facets so I gave a big jump to try to pack in the skin track better for him and got a nice whumph, cracks
shooting out about 10'. Some slopes had fresher snow forming a slab over facets, some slopes had more facets
than slab, the west side going back into Beehive had a stout melt freeze crust underneath a few inches of snow. I
didn't go looking for buried surface hoar so I can neither confirm or deny its existence.
